Guess Who’s Coming to Dinner?
A Gary Paulsen Dinner Menu

	Before you enter the restaurant….
Get dressed up because you’re about to “have dinner” with a very important person, an author named Gary Paulsen.  Once your shoes are shining, your hair is perfect, and your smile is gleaming, start placing your order with the dinner menu provided.
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	· The Writer’s Words – find and read interviews with Gary Paulsen and determine how he views the writing process (When and where does Paulsen typically write?  Is it an easy or difficult process?  What inspires him?) Then, develop either a one page handwritten, or four slide presentation (Animoto, PowerPoint, iMovie) overview of what you learned.

· Write or type a full, one-page journal entry for a typical day in the life of Gary Paulsen. Write from Paulsen’s point of view (first person point of view, as if you are him).  Be sure to include specific details from some of his memoirs or biographies.
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	· Select a major work by Gary Paulsen to “consume” (read).  Place your order with me so that I can inform the kitchen (in other words, tell me what book you are going to be reading by him).  While you are “eating” (reading the book), keep reading response entries about your thoughts, connections, predictions, questions…etc. in your Independent Reading Section of your Reader’s Notebook.  Pay particular attention to Paulsen’s style of writing – what does he do differently or better than other authors? You should have a response entry in your Reader’s Notebook for every “chunk” of reading – every 30 pages or 2 chapters (at least once a week).
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Side Dishes (Select Two)
· Create a collage on an 8 ½ “by 11” piece of paper, or using PicCollage, that presents the mood and tone of one of Paulsen’s stories.

· Create a news report (typed or videoed) that covers the events in one of Paulsen’s stories you read.

· Design a book jacket for one of Gary Paulsen’s stories using a sheet of paper or an iPad app.

· Draw a cartoon using on a sheet of paper, or using one of the iPad apps, which contains at least 8 cells that tells the continuation of one of Paulsen’s stories.
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Dessert (Select One)

	· Presentation – Develop a presentation (Animoto, PowerPoint, iMovie...etc.) for the class, in which you share what you learned about your author as a person, and your thoughts of how his experiences are reflected or put into Hatchet and one of the other books of his that you read independently.
· Letters to the Author – write three letters to Gary Paulsen sharing your thoughts, insights, questions, and reactions that you collected in your log entries.  Make these good because I will be sending these letters to him. 
· Putting into Practice – create a unique piece of writing that reflects the overall style or a very well-used literary technique (imagery, one word sentences…etc.) of Gary Paulsen’s. Take this writing through the writing process, and share it with the class.
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
